IMPORTANT PARENT INFORMATION
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Students should research colleges they may be
interested in attending to find out if they have a
program of study that matches their career in-
terests. Students should also research their re-
guirements such as, grade point average and
SAT or ACT scores. We also suggest that stu-
dents confirm deadlines for applications, ex-
plore various programs such as honors pro-
grams, and scholarships. Students should turn
in their requests for transcripts and counselor
recommendations two or three weeks before
the date they want them to be sent. They may
check with guidance office volunteers and our
secretary to obtain forms that need to be com-
pleted for the college application process. It is a
good idea to include a resume of activities and
honors if a counselor recommendation is re-
quired.

Please note: We will no longer send SAT and/
or ACT scores along with transcripts; they are
now being sent electronically. Also, most col-
leges are not accepting scores from your high
school; they would like them sent directly from
College Board. Be sure to utilize the 4 FREE
college selections when you register and/or
take the test(s). If you do not take advantage of
this, there will be a fee of $7.00 or more for
each school.

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The website www.GAcollege411.org is also very helpful in finding out information
about the HOPE scholarship. Students in grades 11-12 (class of 2010 and 2011)
who will receive a college prep diploma must have a 3.0 overall GPA in academic
courses for the four years in high school and students who will receive a Tech/
Career diploma must have a 3.2 overall GPA in academic courses. Students in
grades 9-10 (class of 2012 and 2013) must have a 3.0 overall GPA in academic
classes. Seniors and their parents may complete the FAFSA (Free Application for
Federal Student Aid) or the e-HOPE form on line through the GAcollege411 web-
site beginning in January 2010. One of these forms must be completed as part of
the HOPE process. The FAFSA application will determine if the student is also
eligible for other federal aid. Many colleges will use this form if a student wishes
to work part-time in a department on campus.
